The Scholarship will cover direct training 
costs; travel expenses to and from the training centre will be the responsibility of the Scholarship winner. The Scholarship 
supports the British Gliding Association Junior Gliding movement and is accordingly aimed at those aged 25 and under.  
 
The training will be carried out at an approved BGA Junior Gliding Centre as part of a one-week residential course.  
Courses will take place during the 2025 school summer holidays (July and/or Aug).  All the exact dates and locations are 
yet to be confirmed.  Candidates called for interview will be able to discuss their availability, however, successful 
candidates may have to accept and commit to a course which is not their preferred option. 
 
The awards are made by a Selection Committee appointed by The Company.  Candidates who are short listed for the 
Scholarship will be invited to attend an interview on the dates listed above.
